“GOOOAALLLL!!!!” Last
June the highest ranked soccer
teams from every corner of the
world gathered at Soccer City
Stadium in Johannesburg, South
Africa to see which team had
what it took to win, The FIFA
World Cup. For thirty straight
days, 248 million people tuned in
to watch thirty-two soccer teams
from around the world go at it in
the most watched sporting event
in the world.

The 19" FIFA World Cup
Started on June 11" and ran until
July 11™. During that month, the
thirty-two teams including Brazil,
Argentina, England, North Korea,
Spain, Portugal, Mexico, Chile,
and many underdog teams that
stood out like Africa’s own
Ghana, who made it all the way to
the Semi-finals but lost to Uru-

guay, were part of the competi-
tion.

Besides the best football
played during the World Cup,
there were also issues behind the
scenes that quickly surfaced from
the constant noise of the mono-
tone Vuvuzelas to teams saying
that they had issues with some
referees to players and viewers
saying the official World Cup
ball, which every team had to play
with, was too light.

If you tuned into the World
Cup on any day, the first thing
you would hear , would have been
the monotonous buzzing sound
flowing through the entire sta-
dium and through your television,
Vuvuzelas. They are a plastic Af-
rican horn that was brought into
the World Cup.

Many viewers and players
had a problem with these horns

& because they couldn’t

hear the game or them-
selves. World Cup offi-
cials tried to ban Vu-

dl vuzelas but it only

worked for about two
matches and they were
brought right back.

There was a great
amount of on field drama
as well. Even before the
Matches started, teams
and officials were com-
plaining because of the
color of the World Cup
ball. The World Cup
soccer ball was 11 differ-
ent colors symbolizing
the 11 players on the
field of each team. It was
named Jabulani, which
meant “Celebration” in
Zulu. But in the begin-
ning, players weren’t
celebrating at all, eventu-
ally; they got used to it
and kept playing..
(Players protested that
the ball was too light, too
round and moved faster
than normal.)

Andre Iniesta’s late
match goal led Spain to
their first ever win and
the end of the 2010
World Cup.

Brazil is already getting
ready for the special
and touristic event, es-
pecially since The Sum-
mer Olympics there will
be held only two years
prior.
